SPOTLIGHT on Dudley’s Action on Poverty Round 2 
The Action on Poverty Round 2 Event took place on Monday 27th March at Wellington Road Community Centre. 
Dudley Council and DCVS worked together to fund six projects that presented their ideas. The projects will help some of the most vulnerable people in Dudley who are struggling during the cost of living crisis.

Jasmine Road Community Gardens 
Plot to Plate 
We are Jasmine Road Community Gardens, we have launched our Plot to Plate Project to teach people to grow their own produce from start to finish, turning it into tasty meals in order to feed their families & teach cooking skills.
We will be delivering Children’s and Family Cooking Sessions once a week!
We have a plot and polytunnel full of vegetables that people locally can come and have on a “pay as you feel able to” basis with all proceeds going straight back into the project to make it sustainable. We have also recently opened our Community Café/Hub where we also offer a Warm meal project for people locally once a month. This is proving very popular and is supported by Black Country Food Bank as well as our Breakfast Club once a month.
We are in the process of filming a series of short videos with YMCA and Black Country Food Bank where people can pick up a bag to feed a Family of 4. Our Cook along videos will enable them to either cook meals at home if they don’t feel comfortable enough cooking with a group of strangers. We will then encourage the people to substitute the tinned ingredients for fresh produce from us when they feel confident in their cooking skills.

WeLoveCarers 
We Love Carers Warm Centre 
Will be providing carers with coffee mornings for two hours per week at 
The Mary Stevens Centre 221 Hagley Road, Stourbridge, West Midlands, DY8 2JR
During the session we will check that carers are applying for the benefits they are entitled to, if not we will support. During this session we will also provide a meal.
These sessions will be run for any carers within the whole of the Dudley borough. We support all carers including those who care for elderly residents and those who have children with complex, life limiting disabilities and illnesses.
The sessions will be organised and run by a member of staff who is also a carer themselves. During the sessions, the carers will have the opportunity to meet other carers who are in a similar position as themselves, helping to combat the loneliness often experienced with being a carer.
During the sessions we will provide the carers with any support and advice that they may need, including how to best manage their finances and how to apply for the benefits in which they are eligible for.
We will also provide all the carers with a warm space in which to socialise and will provide a hot meal and drink each session.
We will start the project on
1/5/2023 and run throughout the year until 30/04/2024.

Dudley Young Carers 
Young Carers Youth Hub 
We are going to increase our youth hub provision for very young carers (youngest we are currently supporting are 5 years of age). 
We want to extend the opening times for the Dudley North and South Hub and also open a new hub in a new location based in Dudley Central. The service is available to all young carers in Dudley 
Our vulnerable young carers would have advice and access to support on budgeting and, cooking healthy meals. This would impact on the whole family and lead to a less stressful time. Our younger carers and family would also have access to advice and support while being able to meet other families in the same situation.
This would help the young carers have time before they attend club with their peers to talk about issues with their current crisis. To ensure it is done in a warm and comforting environment which is quiet (youth club is not a quiet area)

Hope House / Springs Church 
Springs Church Community Grocery Store
[image: ]Hope House are going to provide a mini market that stocks non-perishable food items, fresh and frozen food items and non-food/household items available on a membership, low cost basis.
We aim to reach out to individuals and families who are affected by the Cost of Living crisis, people who are in a long term poverty situation due to low earnings and people who find themselves in a short term crisis who can’t or won’t accept ‘freebies’ but require help.
Opening alongside community cafe on a Tuesday to start with and one weekday evening for those unavailable in the day with the view to adapt/ expand hours as needed.
Clients sign up to be a member with a donation of £5 for 12 months. This allows them to shop 2 times per week at £4 per shop for 20 items across the whole shop but no more than 2 of each items (managers discretion and stock levels can apply).  
Debt Advice clients will be offered free 1 year’s membership. 
Customers may he referred or present themselves with a need to obtain low cost quality groceries. Only requirement is to feel they need the service AND live or work in the Gornal and surrounding areas.
[image: ]Although there is a donation required from those accessing the project, this is a non-profit project, and this is simply to ensure peoples dignity and help to contribute to the cost of running to keep it sustainable. 
All funds will go back into purchasing stock and keeping the project running.

Provision House
Help for the most vulnerable
Will increase access to Provision House Social Supermarket and also furniture and basic item support to people who need the service.
The Social Supermarket ’s a membership-based community project that provides a variety of groceries to families who need to save some money on their food bills.
We have a range of items including fresh, chilled and frozen produce, tins and packets, toiletries and cleaning products. We sometimes have breads and pastries and a few baby products to. The quantity and variety can change from week to week.
Memberships costs £4 per visit, and you will be able to take around £20 of produce. We hope that being a member provides a sense of ownership and stability to our families.
We work closely with trusted agencies to support families for 3 to 24 months. We want to empower people to make positive changes and to let them know they are not alone. 
Foodbanks are great in a crisis, but it’s better not to get to crisis point before you receive the help you need. That’s why we support agencies who are already working with families to build resilience.

Just Straight talk will assess the need and respond.
They may provide a supermarket voucher, or help to top up a pre-payment meter, a referral to other bill support if payment is via direct debit.
If a person is struggling with accessing white goods JST can help to apply for funding.
Other services from Just Straight Talk will include referral to other projects to help people become self-sufficient and access other forms of support – reduction of isolation and loneliness projects – referral to HAF, employment support, education and training, links to CAB, advice around money management and many more.

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After a tough couple of years adapting to the challenges of the pandemic the country
was quickly plunged into the ‘cost of living' crisis which shaped trends for 2022. For
Black Country Foodbank this meant we had to react and respond to make sure that we
reached as many people as possible. Through opening more Foodbanks, offering a
voucher code to front line workers over the telephone, bulk buying food and toiletries,
launching our recipe bags and sharing our stock with 50+ other food aid charities across
the Black Country we have managed to provide for everyone that has accessed our
services.

During 2022 our Foodbanks were pushed to the limit as we struggled for stock, saw
gueues of people at our Foodbanks and worried whether the volunteers would be able
to keep going. Of course, our volunteers are the backbone to everything that we do and
their commitment to their communities is second to none. We cannot begin to convey
how thankful we are for all that they give.

Our Foodbanks are incredible spaces where providing a food and toiletry parcel is only
the beginning. Often there is additional support ranging from debt advice to clothing

and furniture, helping people with their immediate needs but also tackling the root of
the crisis. As one our Foodbank leads described, their vision for their Foodbank is to be
'relational rather than transactional and even if it's simply remembering a name and a

food preference - it makes them a person not a number'. The passion for people drives
the volunteers to provide a welcoming environment, so much more than a food parcel.

The figures that you will read in this report are staggering but please remember that
these figures are only the tip of the iceberg. There are many more people who are not
accessing Foodbanks or help from charities because of fear, pride or lack of knowledge.
The levels of poverty run much deeper than this report conveys.

This is not the situation we had hoped for. We hope that one day we will be reporting
that we are closing our Foodbanks. We will continue to share our stories and stats and
use our voices to fight for change, whilst making sure that we are meeting the need to

Meals Provided

As shown clearly in the graph above, the number of meals provided
increased by a staggering 31% from 2021 to 2022. Overall 519,469 meals
were distributed from 27 Foodbanks and additional charitable
organisations (known as Partner Projects), across Dudley, Walsall,
Sandwell and Wolverhampton.

People Supported

The number of people supported overall from our Foodbanks
increased by 39% from 2021 to 2022. The usual trend for the previous
two years for people supported is that there is a continual decrease
from Q1to Q3 and then a spike in Q4, due to the strain on people's
finances with Christmas. In 2022 the first three quarters did not follow
the usual pattern, as the amount of people supported stayed
consistent and Q2 even increased from QI. This is likely due to the
energy crisis and cost of living crisis.

Donations

Donations increased by 8% from 2021 to 2022 but across the year there
was a large contrast of what was donated in each quarter. There was an
encouraging end to the year with donations compared to the start of
2022. The first half of the year was 10% down compared to 2021,
whereas the second half of the year was 23% up. The stronger end to
the year has provided vital resources to meet the increase in demand.

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REASONS FOR CRISIS

The reasons below give an insight to the variety and scale of the crisis that those
attending our Foodbanks are facing. These top five reasons are from all the
Foodbanks combined. Within each borough of Dudley, Walsall and Sandwell there
are slight differences, but 'Low Income' and 'Benefit Issues' are consistently high.
Issues with Universal Credit were high priority in Sandwell and Walsall.

Low Income
O-l Low Income is consistently the highest reason for

crisis across all three boroughs of Dudley, Walsall
and Sandwell, with 6046 people and making up
40% of the total reasons. We have seen an increase
in those in employment needing our support,
especially those on zero hours contracts.

Benefit Issues
O 2 Benefit issues was 23% of the total reasons for crisis

and included 3458 people. We believe this is partly
due to the sudden cut to the £20 per week
Universal Credit uplift. This imposed the biggest
overnight cut to the basic rate of social security
since the creation of the modern welfare state.

03 No Access to Public Funds

8% of those accessing our Foodbanks are because
they have no access to public funds. A high
majority of these are in the Dudley borough.

Out of Work

O 4 Out of Work contributes to 7% of those attending
our Foodbanks overall. Dudley had a higher
proportion compared with Walsall and Sandwell.
Dudley's unemployment rate is 4% which is slightly
higher than the UK average.

Debt

O 5 5% of those accessing Foodbanks are because of
debt. 2022 saw borrowing and lending rise,
showing that households are turning to credit in
order to try to pay for living costs.
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DONATIONS

The first half of the year saw a struggle to keep up with demand with limited stock.
Donations reduced by 10% in this time compared to 2021. We believe the cost of living
crisis and much needed support going to Ukraine impacted the donations compared
to the previous year. The second half of the year was incredibly encouraging with
donations increasing significantly, seeing a 23% increase compared to 2021. This was
due to our Harvest Campaign being the highest it has ever been. Supermarkets (store
donation points) and schools are consistently the highest proportion of physical
donations and personal donations and grants are the highest proportion financially.

Christmas donations stayed consistent with Harvest

0 to meet the increasing demand especially during
that time of year when finances are particularly

stretched.
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Dudley had 12 Foodbanks, the highest number of Foodbanks across the three
boroughs. Therefore, as expected Dudley had the highest figures for an individual
borough. All the Foodbanks bar one had an increase in demand when comparing
2022 vs 2021. The donations for the whole of 2022 increased by 7% compared to 2021.
This is encouraging but with the demand increasing by 29% then there is still a
significant offset between the amount in vs the amount going out.

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In 2022 Walsall distributed food from 8 Foodbanks across the borough. Having an
additional Foodbank compared to 2021 will have increased the capacity to provide
food and toiletries, however the increase in demand has much more to do with the
cost of living crisis. All the Foodbanks saw an increase in the number of people
supported and food distributed in 2022 compared to 2021.

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Sandwell is a borough we have made great efforts within 2022 to develop our
connections and build momentum to reach more people who require our help. We
welcomed Holy Cross Church as a Foodbank to bring the total number of Foodbanks
for Sandwell to 7. This focused engagement has contributed to the staggering 62%
increase in demand for support in 2022 compared to 2021. Like Walsall, every
Foodbank saw a large increase in demand and we expect this to continue with the
current cost of living crisis and increasing the awareness of who we are in the
borough.

· Have a safeguarding policy in place.


· Hold Public Liability Insurance.


· Be an independent organisation.


· Not have a live grant with Lloyds Bank Foundation with more than 12 months to run at the time of the programme closing.


Registered Charities and CIOs must: 


· Be registered as a charity or a charitable incorporated organisation (CIO) with the Charity Commission.


· Have at least one set of annual accounts showing as ‘received’ on the Charity Commission website, covering a 12-month operating period.


· Have a Board of at least three unrelated trustees in place, with their names appearing on their Charity Commission records.


· Not make any payments to trustees, except for out-of-pocket expenses.


Community Interest Companies must: 


· Be Limited by Guarantee or Limited by Shares under Schedule 2 and be registered with Companies House. Their Articles of Association need to show an asset lock is in place and they have named the organisation that will receive the company’s assets on dissolution.


· Have at least one set of annual accounts filed with Companies House that show a track record of frontline delivery. They must also have filed their CIC Annual Report CIC34 for the last year and be able to submit their profit and loss account for their last financial year.


· Have at least three unrelated Directors sitting on their Board who are registered with Companies House.


· Show that no Director holds more than 50% of the company’s voting rights.


Applicants should refer to the guidance document which sets out the full criteria.

England (excluding London) and Wales


Restrictions

The following are not eligible for funding: 


· Organisations based in London.


· Organisations that are not charities or community interest companies registered in England and Wales.


· Infrastructure or ‘umbrella’ organisations.


· Organisations whose primary purpose is to give funds to individuals or other organisations. This means organisations using more than 50% of annual expenditure as grants.


· Organisations working predominantly outside England and Wales.

Background

March 2023 Update:

The funding is for projects that are ready to be delivered, but it will not cover retrospective costs (already committed or spent) such as design fees, planning permissions costs or community consultation.

How To Apply

March 2023 Update: 


In summer 2023, this grants programme will be replaced by a new scheme from Tesco which will provide funding to schools to support the provision of nutritious food and physical activity.

The Phoenix Way (TPW) is a national collaboration partnership created during the Covid-19 pandemic as a response to the structural inequalities that Black and racially minoritised communities and community-led organisations face accessing and influencing grant funding in the UK. Its primary aims are to: 


· Transform the relationships between funders and Black and racially minoritised organisations.


· Tackle systemic race inequalities.
